Office space is available for potential 


tenants in areas such as the Ten Rod Road Park.     The City owns 7-10+- acres

that was formerly the Kane Gonic Brickyard.   There is an old brick sewer under


the middle of the land that is a main artery of the city’s sewer system.  Various 


parcels on the zoning map were discussed and Karen will do some research on


the sites that were selected as soon as possible.
