V. Hazel Wood Hopkins, Citizens Bank, 1-21 North Main Street Certificate of Approval for two awnings. HDC Case # 121-376-DC-15. 

The applicant explained the project will be two awnings that will be replaced at Citizens bank without the logos placed on.

VI. Jeremy Moser, 45 North Main Street, Certificate of Approval for wall sign. HDC # 121-373-DC-15.
